Cultivating a Faithful & Fearless Heart (A study on Hebrews 11)


Week 10:  Faithful to the End (Hebrews 12:1-3):
“Therefore since we are surrounded by such a great cloud of witnesses, let us throw off everything that hinders and the sin that so easily entangles, and let us run with perseverance the race marked out for us.  Let us fix our eyes on Jesus, the author and perfector of our faith, who for the joy set before Him endured the cross, scorning its shame, and sat down at the right hand of God.  Consider Him who endured such opposition from sinful men, so that you will not grow weary and lose heart.”  Hebrews 12:1-3

We are surrounded (meaning completely surrounded on all sides & stacked high on every side) by a great cloud of witnesses who bore witness to Jesus and encourage us to remain faithful to the end.

There are examples of faithful people piled up and stacked high all around us on all sides.  

· Who are some of these examples that encourage you through their testimony?  (It could be people from the Bible or the past or living right now):

· How do they encourage you to “throw off everything that hinders”?

· Unbelief is a main sin that entangles us.  How have you seen unbelief “untangled” in the last ten weeks?

Assignment:  As you finish the last two chapters in  the book of John, your assignment is to record the truths about who God is (or who Jesus is/Holy Spirit is) and then record the promises (what God says He will do).

Faith Challenge:  The goal of this 10-week study was to firm belief into the heart & to be challenged to go deeper in our walking out a life a faith:  Cultivating a Faithful & Fearless Heart.
Hebrews 11:1 “Now faith is being sure of what we hope for and certain of what we do not see.”  The literal Greek translation:  Now faith is the reality of things hoped for, the proof of things not seen.

As you look over these last ten weeks, how has the Lord cultivated faith  in you?

9. Faith involves spiritual violence (Heb.11:32-40)

Verse Study:  Hebrews 12:1-3
This is a time for you to sit with the Lord and meditate on His Word.  What does it say?  What did it mean to the culture in which it was written?  What does it mean for you?  Are there any principles that you can apply?  Set time aside to “chew on” the Word of God or as Mike Bickle says, “Eat the Scroll”.  The more we study and sit with Jesus, the more we will desire Him and who He is, for we become what we behold.  Invite the Holy Spirit to prepare your heart and open God’s Word to you in a fresh way.  We need the Holy Spirit’s revelation to be poured out.
