10 Statements about What I Believe About Creationism (A Divine Designer):

1.  I believe in Creationism because I believe God. 
· Hebrews 11:3, “By faith we understand that the worlds were framed by the Word of God, so that the things which are seen were not made of things which are visible.”
· To frame means to set in order, complete what is lacking, make fully ready…

· I believe God is who He says He is (confession of belief)
· God is the only eyewitness to creation:

· Job 38:4-6, “Where were you when I laid the foundations of the earth?  Tell Me is you have understanding.  Who determined its measurements?  Surely you know!  To what were its foundations fastened?  Or who laid its cornerstone?”
· Evolution cannot answer the question, “Where did the world come from?”

· Evolution is not scientific.  The study of science requires: 1) something to observe and analyze and record, 2) someone to do the observing, analyzing and recording, 3) the ability to repeat this scientific work. ****In the beginning, the only personality present was God, therefore He is the only one qualified to answer my question.

· Psalm 53:1, “The fool in his heart says there is no God.”

2. I believe in Creationism because I believe God’s Word is Truth.  
· Genesis 1:1, “In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth.”

· In the beginning God….He was before all things; He is the uncreated God ~ has no beginning and has no end.  

· Created means to form and to fashion, to produce, to create…

· God created by speech
· John 1:1-3 “In the beginning was the Word and the Word was with God and the Word was God.  He was in the beginning with God.  All things were made through Him, and without Him nothing was made that was made.”

· Many important scientific truths were revealed in the Bible thousands of years before they were discovered by scientists.  Here are several of those truths:

· Adam began scientifically naming the animals in the garden (Genesis 2:19)~ 1700s System of Classification
· The earth is a sphere:  Job 26:7, “…He hangs the earth on nothing.” & Isaiah 40:22, “It is He who sits above the circle of the earth…” ~ was not discovered until AD 1500

· The universe is running down:  Isaiah 51:6, “For the heavens will vanish away like smoke, the earth will grow old like a garment…” & Psalm 102:26, “They will perish…they will all grow old like a garment…” ~ discovered between AD 1800s
· Ocean currents flow through the sea:  Psalm 8:8, “…the fish of the sea that pass through the paths of the sea.” ~ discovered by Matthew F Maury (1800s) as a direct result of reading this passage.  He was determined to find the “paths of the sea”; for 40 years he charted the ocean’s major currents.
· Stars produce sound:  Job 38:7, “When the morning stars sang together…” & Psalm 19:1-4, “The heavens declare the glory of God and the firmament shows His handiwork.  Day unto day utters speech…their words to the end of the world.” ~ discovered near AD 2000.
· Blood sustains life:  Leviticus 17:11, “For the life of the flesh is in the blood…” ~ discovered  in the 1700s-1800s.

3. I believe that God will give me an understanding of His creative work because I am His and He loves to share His secrets with His friends. 
· Hebrews 11:3, “By faith we understand that the worlds were framed by the Word of God, so that the things which are seen were not made of things which are visible.”

· Psalm 25:14, “The secret of the Lord is with those who fear Him, and He will show them His covenant.”
· As man gains understanding of many of the secrets of creation, he can use this understanding for the benefit of mankind.
· Almost all of what we know about the physical laws which govern the universe has been discovered by scientists since the mid-1500s and 1600s (the era just after the Protestant Reformation).  At that time, men began a serious search for the principles underlying the universe God created. Modern science began in the 1500s. Many of the world’s greatest scientists based their thinking on the belief that God created the world and that He put orderly laws in it.  Here are several creationist scientists and their inventions:
· Lord Kelvin (1824-1907) ~ Absolute temperature scale & Thermodynamics
· Louis Pasteur (1822-1895) ~ Biogenesis Law & Bacteriology
· Carolus Linnaeus (1707-1778) ~ Classification System of animals & systematic biology
· Francis Bacon (1561-1626) ~ Scientific method
· Isaac Newton (1642-1727) ~ Law of Gravity & Reflecting telescope & Dynamics & Calculus
· Matthew Maury (1806-1873) ~ Oceanography
· Joseph Henry (1797-1878) ~ Electric motor
· Blaise Pascal (1623-1662) ~ Barometer
· Charles Babbage (1792-1871) ~ Computer science

· Robert Boyle (1627-1691) ~ Chemistry

· John Woodward(1665-1728) ~ Paleontology

· Johannes Kepler (1571-1630) ~ Physical astronomy

4. I believe in Creationism because God gives evidence in nature that His Word and His creation are in perfect agreement.
· Romans 1:20, “For since the creation of the world, His invisible attributes are clearly seen, being understood by the things that are made, even His eternal power and Godhead, so that they (men) are without excuse.”
· In looking at the created world, every person should see abundant evidence of God’s existence and power.  

· Laws of science that modern scientists have discovered would have to be discarded if evolution were true:

1. The law of Biogenesis (life only comes from other life)

2. The 1st law of thermodynamics (matter & energy are interchangeable and can be neither created nor destroyed)
3. The 2nd law of thermodynamics (the total amount of energy in the universe remains unchanged, but some energy is always becoming unavailable for useful work which is causing the universe to run down)
4. The laws of mathematics (because of the laws of probability, the chance that evolution occurred is practically nonexistent)
5. The laws of logic 
6. The laws of heredity (genetics~ we reproduce after our own kind)
· DNA~ is the “language of life”; basically the instruction manual for building the proteins that make up the cells of your body;scientists have mapped 3 billion codes of the human genome ~ a project that filled the equivalent of 75,490 pages.  Francis S. Collins, head of the Human Genome Project, said DNA was “our own instruction book, previously known only to God”; there are over 6 feet of DNA tightly coiled inside every one of our body’s one hundred trillion cells.  If you can’t explain where the information comes from, you can’t explain life, because it’s the information that makes the molecules into something that actually functions
· The steps to make a law:  1) Hypothesis ~ an early assumption with basic data to investigate, 2) Theory ~ begins to predict based upon what’s been shown by the hypothesis; data & reality match, 3) Law~ data must confirm investigation of the truth claim...you will find the result to be true always; the data findings = reality
· Evolutionary ideas are not verified by scientific evidence

· Evolutionary ideas are constantly changing.

· Evolutionary ideas are as varied as the individuals who think them up.

· Evolution must be accepted by faith.  

5. I believe that God began His creative work with nothing but Himself using words and actions unlike man God did not need materials to begin.

· Genesis 1 (God’s first divine command sets creation in order :“God said…” 10x in chapter 1)

· Psalm 33:6 &9, “By the word of the Lord the heavens were made and all the host of them by  the breath of His mouth…For He spoke and it was done; He commanded and it stood fast.”
· Hebrews 11:3, “By faith we understand that the worlds were framed by the Word of God, so that the things which are seen were not made of things which are visible.”
· Evolutionists have rejected the law of biogenesis (life can only come from life) and they have accepted spontaneous generation (sometimes called abiogenesis ~ the opposite of biogenesis) which is the belief that living things can develop from nonliving things.  (Pasteur is recognized for having banished the question of the origin of life by spontaneous generation).

6. I believe that as we study the natural world, we see much evidence that God created it.  
· Genesis 1 & 2; Psalm 19:1-6; Isaiah 40;12-17

· A person who chooses not to believe God’s Word will usually believe evolution (Romans 1:25, “Who exchanged the Truth of God for a lie, and worshipped the creature more than the Creator; who is blessed forever”).
7. I believe that God created mankind in His image, with God’s Divine imprint; separate from other living things.  
· Genesis 1:26 & 27, “Then God said, ‘Let us make man in our image, in our likeness…so God created man in his own image, in the image of God he created him; male and female he created them.”

· Adam & Eve were created to be image bearers

· Genesis 2:7, “The Lord God formed the man from the dust of the ground and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life, and the man became a living being.”
· God breathed His Spirit into man

· The rest of creation is an end to itself, but man has the privilege of relating to God
· Created for relationship

· Genesis 1:28, “God blessed them and said to them, ‘be fruitful and increase in number; fill the earth and subdue it.  Rule over the fish of the sea and the birds of the air and over evyr living creature that moves on the ground.”

· Mankind is not equal to the rest of creation~ we are made to rule and reign in it~ man was to continue God’s creative work in the world

· Psalm 139:13-16, “For you created my inmost being; you knit me together in my mother’s womb.  I praise you because I am fearfully and wonderfully made; your works are wonderful, I know that full well.  My frame was not hidden from you when I was made in the secret place.  When I was woven together in the depths of the earth, your eyes saw my unformed body.  All the days for me were written in your book before one of them came to be.”
· Jeremiah 1:5a, “Before I formed you in the womb, I knew you…” (God speaking)
· Psalm 100:3, “Know that the Lord is God.  It is he who made us and we are his…”
8. I believe that God gave all things the ability to reproduce within their own kind & that God gave the potential for variety within a specific kind. 
· Genesis 1:11, “Then God said, ‘Let the land produce vegetation: seed-bearing plants and trees on the land that bear fruit with seed in it, according to their various kinds.”
· Whatever seed is planted, that is the type of vegetation that will grow

9. I believe that God stopped creating at the end of 6 days & He is now preserving His physical creation~ the 1st law of thermodynamics describes this truth. 

· Genesis 2:1, “The heavens and earth were completed in all their vast array.”

·  Nehemiah 9:6, “You alone are the Lord.  You made the heavens, even the highest heavens, and all their starry host, the earth and all that is on it, the seas and all that is in them.  You give life to everything, and the multitudes of heaven worship you.”
· 1st law of thermodynamics states~ Matter and energy are interchangeable and can be neither created nor destroyed.

10. I believe that the physical creation is gradually wearing out.  This process started when Adam & Eve disobeyed God and their sin brought a curse upon all of creation (Genesis 3).  The 2nd law of thermodynamics describes this truth.  
· 2nd law of thermodynamics states~ The total amount of energy in the universe remains unchanged, but some energy is always becoming unavailable for useful work~ the earth is wearing down.
· Psalm 102:25-26, “In the beginning you laid the foundations of the earth, and the heavens are the work of your hands.  They will perish, but you remain; they will wear out like a garment.”
