He is absolute completeness~ 
complete in love, complete in power, complete in wisdom, complete in God-ness
I. Introduction~ What comes to mind when you think about God?  

A. AW Tozer says, “…the most portentous fact about any man is not what he at a given time might say or do, but what he in his deep heart conceives God to be like…”
B.  How you think about God will determine who you become…the internal picture of God determines how you see everything else.

C. Goals of this study:  

1. Align ourselves to the Kingdom of God

2. Know the truth so we can recognize and pull down the false beliefs (in our own life & then stand for truth in our culture)

D. As we gaze on the glory & majesty of God today, invite the Holy Spirit to invade your senses…Ask God to give us HIS perspective.

II. OMNI~ GOD:  There is no one like our God! He is absolute completeness~ complete in love, complete in power, complete in wisdom, complete in God-ness
III. Omnipotent ~ ALL POWER (God is self-sufficient; self-existent; self-caused.  He is the source of ALL)  ~Read Isaiah 40: 12-14, 18-22, 25-26

A. His power can never be increased for He possesses all power!  Nothing that anyone on earth can do to stop what God will accomplish.
1. Isaiah 6 ~ “Holy, Holy, Holy is the Lord God Almighty.  The whole earth is full of His Glory” ~ The declaration of the angels; proclaiming God’s Glorious nature and character!

B. He is the source of the power used in creation (Colossians 1:16-18)

C. There is nothing made that He did not create

D. God’s OMNIPOTENCE is “Indescribable” 
1. Isaiah 40:12, 13, 21-22, 26

2. “INDESCRIBABLE” ~  Genesis 1:1 God created the heavens and the earth

· Sun~ 93 million miles from earth; it is one of the billions of stars in our galaxy; 1 million earths would fit into the space of our sun; the energy released from the sun is the equivalent of 100 billion hydrogen bombs exploding every second; temp on the sun’s surface is 10,000 degrees and the core of the sun reaches 2 million degrees; takes 8 minutes for a beam of light to reach earth

· Light ~ travels 186,000 miles/sec.  What was it like when light came forth from the mouth of God when He spoke the words, “Let there be light…”?

· Milky Way galaxy~ we need light years as the measurement to travel through our galaxy (light travels 5.88 trillion miles/year); there are up to 100 billion stars in our galaxy (if we start counting the stars in our galaxy, 1/second, it would take over 2,000 years to count them all); Psalm 19:1-4 “The heavens declare the glory of God; the skies proclaim the work of his hands.  Day after day they pour forth speech; night after night hey display knowledge.  There is no speech or language where their voice is not heard.  Their voice goes out into all the earth, their words to the ends of the world.  In the heavens he has pitched a tent for the sun.”; Psalm 147:4 “He determines the number of the stars and calls them each by name.  Great is our Lord and mighty in power; his understanding has no limit.”

3. The universe is still expanding~ the Words spoken at creation go forth and continue to create ~ this is the VOICE OF GOD!

IV. Omniscient ~ ALL-KNOWING
A.  God knows everything about everything!

1. Isaiah 40:13-14, 28

B. God is complete wisdom & understanding

C. The “eyes like blazing fire” in Revelation 1:14 give this omniscient attribute to Jesus 

1. Eyes represent all-knowing; He has full truth about everything all the time; nothing is hidden from Him (Hebrews 4:13)

2. Psalm 139 reveals to us that God takes careful notice of everyone; He knows us better than we know ourselves~ so we can trust Him!

3. Nothing escapes God’s watchful eye (Isaiah 40:15-17)
V. Omnipresent ~ ALL-PRESENT; Being present everywhere at the same time!
A. He was present at the creation of the world and He will be present at its end

1. Present in every generation until the end of the age of man

B. He is the One who was, the One who is and the One who is to come!

C. He is not a dead idol, but alive and always with His people, every moment, in control of all things. 

1. Isaiah 40:18-19
D. Is there any physical location in this universe where we can hide from the presence of God? The answer, according to Scripture, is a resounding “No!” In fact, King David posed this question directly, asking: “Where can I go from Your Spirit? Or where can I flee from Your presence? If I ascend into heaven, You are there; if I make my bed in hell [the grave], behold, You are there. If I take the wings of the morning, and dwell in the uttermost parts of the sea, even there Your hand shall lead me, and Your right hand shall hold me” (Psalm 139:7–10).
1. Within God’s vast creation, there is no place where you can hide from His presence.
VI. Omni~dimensional ~

A. We are limited to 3 dimensions, which means we can only be at one place at one time.  We are limited to 1 time dimension, which means that we are stuck in a moment and can’t get out of it! We cannot travel into the past or to the future because, in 1 dimension, time is linear.  BUT GOD IS EVERYWHERE ALL THE TIME!

B. Genesis 1:1 “Now the earth was formless and empty, darkness was over the surface of the deep, and the Spirit of God was hovering over the waters.”
1. Excerpts from pages 25-26 from In a Pit with a Lion on a Snowy Day by Mark Batterson:  “The word over in the phrase ‘over the waters’ comes from the 2-dimensional Hebrew word ‘paniym’.  In regards to time, paniym can refer to the split second before something happens and the split second after something happens.  In regard to space, it can refer to the space right in front or right in back of you:  In the words of the Psalmist, 
“I look behind me and You are there, then up ahead and You’re there too…”

It’s almost as if God forms a parenthesis in time and a parenthesis in space around us.  He is hovering all around you all the time.

Let me put it in scientific terms~ the shortest possible time is 10 to the negative 43 seconds.  It is called Plank time.  Any shorter and quantum mechanics can’t tell whether events are simultaneous.  The shortest possible distance is 1.6 x 10 to the negative 35 meters.  It is called Plank length.  Any shorter and quantum mechanics can’t distinguish between here and there.  And that is where God comes in.  He’s in the space and time that, according to quantum mechanics, doesn’t exist. 

To finite humans, time and space seem infinite, but that is because we’re on the inside looking out.  God is on the outside looking in.  Time and space are a finite part of His creation. God is all around us all the time.  He is right before, right after, right ahead, and right behind.  God has NO dimensional limitations and if we could wrap our minds around that Truth, it would transform our outlook on life.”

2. (page 27) “Mathematicians refer to each space-time dimension as a ‘degree of freedom’.  In very simplistic terms, a dimension is a way you can move.  And the number of dimensions determines what is and what is not possible.  The more dimensions, the more freedom you have.  You can jump over a 4-dimensional wall in 5-dimensional space.  Add a time dimension or space dimension and a universe of possibilities opens up to us.

Think of it in terms of a newspaper comic.  In a sense, comic-strip characters are prisoners of 2-dimensions.  They can move horizontally and vertically, but they cannot escape the 2-dimensional surface of the paper.  They are stuck in those little comic strip boxes.  But imagine if a comic strip character could take on a 3rd dimension.  The added degree of freedom would enable him to jump right off the page.

Isn’t that what faith does?  Maybe we underestimate our freedom in Christ.  Maybe it’s  not just freedom from sin.  Maybe it’s freedom to do the EXTRA-DIMENSIONAL!  

Faith gives us the dimensional freedom to overcome our human limitations by exiting space-time via prayer.  It is time for us to stop putting God in the “cosmic cube” which is no larger than the size of our brain!  
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
