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Eyes Like Blazing Fire:  Discovering the Beauty of Jesus


Jesus is…PURE!

Revelation 1:14 “…and His eyes were like blazing fire.”
The “eyes of fire” is emphasized 3x in the book of Revelation:
· Rev. 1:14 “…and His eyes were like blazing fire.”
· Rev. 2:18 “These are the words of the Son of God, whose eyes are like blazing fire…”
· Rev. 19:12 “His eyes are like blazing fire….”

Introduction:  Jesus sees everything.  The more I understand that His eyes are always on me, it will cause in me:

1) And increased fear of the Lord

2) Deeper intimacy with Him

That is where our focus will be today.  SO, that is our 2-fold goal! (
I. Revelation 4 ~ to see the environment surrounding God Almighty.  He is surrounded by FIRE!

a. Vs.5 ~ from the throne came flashes of lightening (FIRE)~ have you seen what lightening does when it strikes?  Causes FIRE~ story of Todd & Rhonda’s home, in the storm & lightening struck their house and how it started a fire in their roof and also caused computer/tv/alarm system to be blown out.
b. Vs. 5 ~ seven lamps were blazing (the seven Spirits of God~ Holy Spirit)

c. Vs. 6 ~ Living creatures, known as “the burning ones” ~ they are always doing His bidding; covered in eyes (representing always attentive to His commands)

II. He is the GOD of Fire ~ 
a. He appeared to Moses in the burning bush (fire),
b. He lead the Israelites by a pillar of Fire, 

c. when Moses met God on the Mountain of God (Mt. Sinai) “Mount Sinai was covered with smoke, because the Lord descended on it in FIRE” (Exodus 19:18)
d. Deut. 4:24 “For the Lord your God is a consuming FIRE, a jealous God.”  He, as the consuming FIRE will move/consume everything that causes us to be separated from Him.

e. Song of Songs 8:6-7 speaks of this love as a FIRE; a supernatural FIRE that cannot be quenched or extinguished

III. What does this FIRE represent; these EYES THAT BLAZE LIKE FIRE

a. Eyes represent all-knowing (omniscient); He has the full truth about everything all the time; nothing is hidden from Him (Hebrews 4:13)
b. Psalm 139:2-4,15-16, 17-18 (Jesus takes careful notice of everyone.  He knows us better than we know ourselves, so we can trust Him!)
1. This is one of secrets of David’s love for God~ David understood that God knew everything about him; he knew that God’s eyes were always on him and it drew David into a deeper intimate relationship with God.  David’s desire was to be found dwelling in the house of the Lord.  

2. Psalm 27:4 “One thing I ask of the Lord, this is what I seek:  that I may dwell in the house of the Lord all the days of my life, to gaze upon the beauty of the Lord and to seek Him in His temple.”
3. David’s eyes were fixed on Jesus, just as Jesus’ eyes were fixed on David

c. Fire is consuming; pure ~ Jesus sees without any distortion; there in no wrong info inputted

1. Refiner’s Fire ~ takes the gold (precious metal) and turns up the fire, so any defilement or impurities rise to the surface, are scooped off, thus the gold is purified 

IV. HIS EYES OF FIRE reveal His desire.  When we seek His face, we encounter His eyes and it is in that posture that He 1) imparts love for God, and 2) removes the dross, impurities and hindrances that keep us separated from Him.  Nothing can be masked or covered. 
a. We understand that He sees our desires; that He sees the “yes” in our spirit, even when we are immature in our faith

b. He sees our weaknesses

c. He sees our burdens

d. He sees our pain and struggles

e. He sees our destiny (what we were made for)

f. He sees our future; He knows where we are going

g. He sees our enemies

h. He sees our beauty in the midst of our brokenness

i. He sees our loveliness in the midst of our darkness (SoS 1:5)
j. He sees our failure
k. He sees our desire to love Him (I Corinthians 4:5)

l. He sees us through the lense of eternity 

V. My response to these EYES of FIRE:

a. The more aware I am that He sees everything, it causes my heart to have a deeper love for God and it also causes me to be more careful (there is a fear of the Lord that comes upon me)

b. Rev. 2:18 ~ His eyes of FIRE will disrupt the lives of the believers.  He will impart strength with His eyes.  2 Chronicles 16:9 (“For the eyes of the Lord range throughout the earth to strengthen those whose hearts are fully committed to him.”)
c. He will baptize us with HIS FIRE!  Luke 3:16 “He will baptize you with the Holy Spirit and with FIRE.” The reality of this happened in Acts 2:3, when tongues of FIRE descended on the gathering of the willing ones.  Jesus set His gaze on that prayer room and He set them on FIRE! 
d. As we allow His FIRE to manifest in our lives and His eyes to pierce us with His love and holiness, we will have a deeper intimacy and an increased fear of the Lord.  Our desire will be to keep our lives uncovered before Him.
VI.  A-R-K
a.  Agreement~ “Jesus you are the one with Eyes that blaze like FIRE.  I praise You that You see everything, that there is nothing hidden from your Sight. You are a consuming FIRE”
b. Revelation ~ “Reveal Yourself to me and show me Your glory as the one whose eyes blaze like fire.  I want to know you more Lord.  Would You set me ablaze, that You would be the fire that cannot be quenched.”
c. Keep the prophecy~ “I commit to declare that You alone are the ONE who is all-knowing.  You are the one who strengthens those whose hearts are committed to You.  I commit to seek Your face, so I will encounter Your eyes.”
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
