Read the Parable of the Sower ~ Matthew 13:1-9, 13:18-23

  
  Seed=The Word (Logos/Rehema   Sower=Jesus/Me    Soil=Listeners Heart

I. What is the Seed? His Word ~ His Voice ~ Jesus
a. The Seed is … “The Word” His Voice

1. The Written Word (Bible) ~ Logos (written word)

2. Spoken Word/Rehma (personal word, life and power behind the word). 
b. The Seed is … Jesus 

c. The Seed is … Purposeful

II.  Who is The Sower?  (The one who brings forth His word) 
a.  Jesus Is Our Primary Sower ~ Luke 4:16-19 (The indwelling Christ becomes the sower through us). 
b.  The Sower is our divine encouragement … comfort through His word  ~ We see this in how He speaks to us and how He feels toward us … 

1. Encouragement through unconditional love ~ He loves us in our weakness ~ 

2. Encouragement in how He speaks to us ~ 

God Thoughts ~ Scripture and interrupted thoughts

Impressions ~ God pictures (sanctified imagination) 
III.  What’s in The Soil? 
1. The Wayside Listener  ~ (Closed ear/unbelieving listener) 

2. Stony Ground Listener ~ (Emotional, self-focused listener)
3. Thorny Ground Listener ~ (Overgrown listener) A wandering mind and 
heart ~ Struggles to hear through the natural rather than by the Spirit).

4. The Good Soil Listener ~ (Well Tilled listener) Discriminate and ready 
to hear.  His word is eagerly received and listened for as well as understood … 
a. Fertile Soil for Listening/hearing ~
i. Inquiring Heart ~ Isaiah 8:19 “Should not a people inquire of their God?”

ii. Dwelling in His Presence ~ When we cultivate His presence we become more aware when He speaks to us. Psalm 27:4-5.

· Worship/resting (soaking) ~ recognizing His presence (Hearing and his presence are very much the same to me).

· Person of the Written Word ~ Sowing the written word into our own hearts  gives us the capacity to hear.

· Risk ~ forced to listen!

        iii.   Focused Prayer Time ~

· Schedule a time and place to pray and listen to God ~ If you don’t schedule it, you won’t do it. 

· Make a list ~ Categorizing family, friends, ministry etc.

· Develop a correct paradigm of God’s nature and character ~ (He is good, loving and eager to speak).

· Revelation of the value of listening and talking to God. We grow in our love for Him and others.

Listening Prayer Activation ~ Inquire of the Lord and wait for a response…

a. What is one reason you are pleased with me?

b. What word or promise in scripture do you have for me today?

c. What do you want to say to me right now?

Scripture References: I Corinthians 12:4-11, 14:1-3, 39 ~ “Pursue love, yet desire earnestly spiritual gifts, but especially that you may prophesy”

I Corinthians 12:4-11 “Now there are a variety of gifts …”
I.  Prophetic Seed Defined … The verb "prophesy" means "to speak before" (from Greek pro, before, and phemi, to speak forth). 

A. Testimony of Jesus ~ Revelation 19:10 (It is testifying of the completed work on the cross in the lives of people). 

B.  Knowing God’s Heart, Ways and His Mind ~ John 15:5. Teaching is often thought of as an expression of God’s mind and the Prophetic ministry is an expression of His heart. 
C.  Speaking and Acting on Behalf of God and under the influence of 

the Holy Spirit ~ Jeremiah 1:7 

D.  Creative Words from THE Devine source ~ Romans 4:17. Calling those things that are not into being.

IV.  Testing The Word 

A.   The Three Legged Stool ~ Prophetic ministry sits or rest on three authorities:
· Scripture ~ 

· Body ~ 

· The Spirit ~
Practice is Valid:

Practice matures us in our ability to operate in faith. Practice builds confidence ~ Faith is confidence (the word confidence in Latin is com-fidere, which means faith. Hebrews 5:14 “But solid food belongs to those who are of full age, that is those who by reason of use have their senses exercised to discern both good and evil.”

Single word of Destiny Blessing

1. Find a partner and believe the Lord for one single word (for example: COURAGE). Speak that word as a decree of blessing over them. Do not add to it! Restrain to only speak that one word.

After you have delivered the single word on faith, then wait on the Lord with your hands resting on the person and wait for the Lord to give you more insight. After you receive the insight, then deliver it. Using the example of the word, “COURAGE”, you might then receive something like, “The Lord is going to give you courage so that you can face all your fears and overcome them”…

2. Picture Blessing

Pick a partner to pray over. Ask the Holy Spirit to give you a picture that will pertain to the person’s destiny. When you receive the picture in your mind, ask the Holy Spirit what it means. For example, you might receive the picture of a lion and the Holy Spirit might give you a message with it like: “The Lord is going to make you as bold as an Lion”.

3. Circle Team Words

Form a circle with 4 people. Choose one person to stand in the middle. Have each person give a word of encouragement over them.

4. Person in Front

One person comes to the front of room.  We all wait and then give words to the person.

5. Blessing Letters

Scan the room until the Lord points someone out to you. Write a letter of blessing to the person.

Sowing God’s Word Series

Prophetic Community/Culture

*Key Scripture: Joel 2:28-29, I Samuel 19:18-24, I Corinthians 14:5, Ephesians 2:19-22, Ephesians 4:10-12, I Peter 2:4-8, John 15:4-5.

I.  What is a Prophetic Community/Culture? In the Greek, community 

is … “Koinonia” 
A. Distinctions of Prophetic Community: One simple distinction is that the 

people within a prophetic community hear, see and receive the heart of God ~ 
1. Jesus Is the Cornerstone I Peter 2:8, “The stone which the builders 
rejected … Jesus.” Jesus being the cornerstone means, Jesus is who we draw faith from, He is what we base our truth in, He is where we receive our identity from and Jesus is the one we respond to in obedience when we hear His voice. 
            2.   Jesus Is The Testimony Revelation 19:10 says, “The testimony of Jesus is the spirit of Prophecy,” 
            3.   Everyone Can Prophesy It is God’s heart and dream that everyone would prophesy, (see and hear Him).  Joel 2:28-29 “I will pour out my Spirit on all
flesh, Your sons and daughters will prophesy and your old men will dream dreams”.

I Corinthians 14:1 “Eagerly follow love, but pursue the Spiritual gifts, especially that that you shall prophesy.” And then He speaks in vs. 5, “He wishes that we prophesy.”

             4.   Place of Refuge and Nurturing   I Samuel 19: 18-24 Naioth (Example of a prophetic community/culture in the Old Testament)

             5.   Release of Supernatural Grace   Ephesians 4:11, “And He Himself gave some to be apostles, some prophets, some evangelists, and some pastors and teachers.”
Ephesians 4:12, says, “They are given for … Equipping of the Saints, for the work of ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ.” 
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
