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I. Royal blood flows through me & I have the King’s DNA!  I sit in the heavenlies on a heavenly throne & because of Whose I am, I have:
Heavenly desires
Heavenly motivations
Heavenly authority 
A.  I John 3:1, “Behold what manner of love the Father has bestowed on us, that we should be called the children of God”

II. Royalty=Identity
A. Identity theft ~ how often do we speak things that are contrary to who we are? 
· we are all vulnerable to theft (the enemy tries to steal our identity)
· identity can be given away—by listening to the lies of the enemy, we can give away our identity 
B. Royalty needs to be a community reality
· We need to be in a community that recognizes the royalty that we each are
· living from this place; we have to know we are great
C. Our words become worlds 
· “Our perception of ourselves manifest in the way we live life.  If you believe there is greatness in you, your life will demonstrate that reality.”  Banning Liebscher
III. Activation #1 
A. Think about when you woke up this morning.
· What was your 1st thought?  What was your 2nd thought?
· Would royalty be reflected in those thoughts?
· Change your first thoughts to:  I am loved!  I am great! (Walk knowing you are loved)
IV.  Genesis 1:27—We are created in God’s Image

· Understanding who lives in us
B. Activation #2:
· As you peer into the watering hole, what do you see?  What is the reflection that you see?
· Now, look deeper.  “You’re more than what you have become.”
C. We live life in 2 different ways:
· We can react to what we don’t want to be (a lot of this has to do with the past; connected to fear); the past controls our future (unforgiveness undermines the Divine Purpose God has for me)
· We can respond to who the Father says you are.
· Adam & Eve were trying to get through performance what they already had through creation.
D. “Sinner” vs “Saint” mentality 
· Sinner mentality is living NOT to sin
· Saint mentality is knowing you are a new creation (2 Cor 5:17), so you are changed; transformed; a totally new creation
· The Father knows exactly what you need/want
· Can you hear the Father say, “It’s you in whom I am well-pleased.”
· The enemy tries to convince you that what you do is who you are
· Whatever you are will reproduce around you
· Children know who they are & they are GREAT!
